petitions of the nomadic Kirghis-
Kaisak tribes who inhabited this
locality wishing to become subjects of
the Russian crown, which triggered
development in the Orenburg region.
On 19" February, 1731, Empress Anna
loanovna forwarded Russian envovs to
the Khan of the Junior Juz (The Lesser
Horde) thereby starting voluntary in-
corporation of Kazakhstan into Russia
and realising Peter the Great's dream of
establishing ‘direct relations with Asian
countries and lands’.
In 1734 the Senate Ober-Secre-
tary, Tvan Kirilovich Kirilov, devised a
project to ‘develop a Russian city at the
south-east frontier of the Russian Em-
pire’. In turn Khan Abul-Khair of the
Junior Juz was inspired to bring Kir-
ilov's proposal to the atention of the
Empress.

he saw he ordered ‘the moving of the
city of Orenburg from the Or River 184
versts (a Russian verst is equal to 3,500
feet) down the Yaik River to the site of
Mount Krasnaya (Red). On 37 August,
1738 in ‘old Orenburg' — the fortress
with 4 bastions (now Orsk) the ceremo-
ny of naturalising as a Russian subject
Khan Abul-Khair of the Lesser Horde
took place. It was to be from this point
that the first Orenburg caravan started
its journey to Central Asia,

The vigorous activities of Vassily
Tatishchev as a scientist and statesman
were abruptly interrupted as a result of
reports’ accusing him of abuse of power,
and he was discharged of his duties. His
project, however, received approval and
on 20" August, 1739, the arder author-
ising the development of new Qrenburg
at Mount Krasnaya, and the renaming
of the former one as Orsk, was issued.
Despite Orenburg having been officially
established on 17 August, 1741, the en-
gineering officers failed to agree on the
most suitable location for the city!

On 27" November, 1741, Empress
Elizaveta Petrovna ascended the Rus-
sian throne. She appointed Ivan Ivanov-
ich Nepliuyev as commanding officer of
the Orenburg Commission, despite hav-
ing previously deprived him of all his es-
tates and titles. (A devoted associate of
Peter the Great, Nepliuyev had held the

position of Commander-in-Chief of all
Little Russia. An investigation quickly
concluded that Nepliuyev had not con-
spired against the Empress and he was
reinstated). Nepliuvev then went to the
Samara Headquarters of the Orenburg
Commission. In 1743 Ivan Nepliuyev
visited the city and unhappy with the
gite, offered another some 70 versis
westwards beside the Berdy Fortress.
On 19" April (30" new stvle) 1743 the
city ‘with proper prayers and cannon
fire” was finally established on the high-
er bank of the Yaik beside the Sakmara
River estuary.

The building of the new city car-
ried on apace until November, 1743.
Contemporary  accounts note  that
Nepliuyev lived just like an ordinary
workmen in a mud hur, only moving
into a house after homes for citizens
and barracks for the garrison had been
completed. In early 1744 The Trinity
Church was erected and at the same
time the Tatars were permitted to build
mosques in the city. In June the [irst
Orenburg clinic — military hospital was
established.

On 15% March, 1744 Elisaveta
Petrovna declared the Orenburg Gov-
ernment with Orenburg as the principal
city of the province (administrative cen-
tre). At the same time an Order of the
Senate was announced which identified
the city as a place of exile for merchants,
artisans and crafts people. The city
was characterised by its mixed ethnic
community with Russians, Bashkirns,
Kirghizes and Tartars living alongside
natives of Little Russia, Georgians, Per-
sians, Arabs, Turks, Armenians and Uz-
beks. In the city an impromptu ‘guest
yard’ mall started operating and on the
Bukhara side a barter vard arose. As
Ivan Nepliuyev wrote, 'A splendid trade
commenced here in Orenburg’,

In 1752 the post office was of-
ficially established by the efforts of
Nepliuyev, connecting the Orenburg,
Cheliabinsk and Troitsk fortresses by
post road. Efforts were also made 1o
establish trade links with India via
Orenburg.

However, all was not peaceful in
the Orenburg region. In 1754 the Bash-
kirs hatched a plot against the Russians
and Ivan Nepliuyev unmasked a well
arganised conspiracy of Mohammed-
ans, stifling the planned mutiny. Fail-
ing health meant that Nepliuyev could
no longer continue his dudes and he
resigned, The following year the Char-
ter of the Orenburg Cossack Host was
adopted to be followed in 1756 by laving
the foundation of The St. George Host
Temple. In 1757 the military church of
Ss Peter and Paul was erected.

The new governor Afanasiy Davy-
dov's policies disrupted the good rela-
tionships built up by Nepliuvev and the
city's Asian neighbours, and the Asian
trade declined as trade caravans were
looted. As a result, the first correspond-
ing member of the Russian Academyv of
Science — the author of ‘'The Topogra-
phy of Orenburg', Piotr Ivanovich Rytch-
kov — resigned in 1761. Only Governor
Dmitry Vassilveviteh Volkov succeeded
in re-establishing good terms with the
Kirghizes.

On 16" November, 1767 Em-
press Catherine the Great issued an
order establishing the post of divi-
sional preacher for the people of the
Lutheran Law and in 1772 a Lutheran
church was opened. Governor Ivan An-
dreyevitch Reinsdorp — a Lutheran of
Danish Origin — suggestad to the Em-
press in 1769 thar a Caravan-Serai for
foreign merchants should be built and
billeting abolished. This he felt was
the reason why ‘nobody wanted to set-
tle in Orenburg’. Reinsdorp also wrote
that ‘he found Orenburg in a very poor
condition, the private homes, as well as
public buildings, were almost ruins”, It
was in this rather dilapidated state that
the citizens faced the army of Yemelian
Ivanovitch Pugatchev.

A Cossack from the Don River
who called himself Emperor Peter the
Third, approached Orenburg on 5% Oc-
tober, 1773 and laid siege to it for six
months, The Military Council held on
7" Ocrober, 1773 in the besieged Oren-
burg being described in “The Captain's
Daughter’ and in "The Pugarchev's Riot
History” by Alexander Pushkin. On 22
October, 1773, the city suffered a six
hour cannonade by Pugatchev's artil-
lery.

The Crenburg city police [orce
had been established as long ago as
1778, during the time of Reinsdorp
and one of the first decrees of the new
Governor Ivan Varfolomeyevitch Yakobi
was to order all Orenburg Cossacks to
move ta Vorstadt Cossack settlement.
At the end of the year the Province of
Orenburg was abolished and amalga-
mated with the Ufa Vice-Regency. The
residence of Orenburg chiefs was re-
moved to Simbirsk until 1784 when
the necessary buildings in Ula were
erccted. As a result of the peasant war
led by Yemelian Pugacchev, Catherine
IT ordered the construction of mosques
in order te pacify the Asian peaple who
far cutnumbered the European popula-
tion of the region. "We have no doubt
that such a construction of places for
public prayers will attract also the other
nomads that wander in the neighbour-
hood or reside along our borders and
may serve in the course of time as a
means for keeping them in abstention
from arbitrariness, much better than
ATy SEVETE Mmeasures.’

in the spring of 1786 Orenburg
suffered three devastating fires destroy-
ing 340 houses — the major part of the
city. As a result of the fire, forcing the
Cossacks bevond the rampart towards
Vorstadt settlement was intensified.
On 22% September, 1788, the Mufu of
Orenburg was appointed with his Mos-
lem spiritual authority vested in Ufa city.
Only eleven vears later, an 16" October,
1799, the Orenburg and Ufa Eparchy
vas formed, also in Ufa city. The first
bishop of the Orenburg Orthodoxy was
Ambrose (Kelembet).

On 12" December, 1796 the Ufa
Vice-Regency was renamed the Oren-
burg Government and on 23! March,
1797 the administrative centre of the
province was moved from Ufa to Oren-
burg. In the late 18™ century the popu-
lation of Orenburg numbered 5,500
with the rulers of the province known
s Governor-Generals.
